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Teacher Education
The programme trains teachers for the primary and lower secondary schools. Most teachers work in these 
schools, but others find employment elsewhere - for instance at private schools, vocational colleges, folk high 
schools, adult education and social institutions. Some teachers are also employed at private enterprises. To 
create a link between theory and practice, the students must have teaching practice in all the selected main 
subjects and in the course of all four years of study. Teaching practice has a total duration of 24 weeks. The 
programme is of 4 years’ duration.  

Social Education
The programme is geared towards the entire educational occupational area. It provides qualifications for 
working with development and care functions from cradle to grave: children and young people (including 
working in nurseries, day care centres, pre-school classes, recreation centres/school-based leisure time 
facilities, afterschool clubs, 24-hour service institutions), institutions for children, young people and adults 
with reduced mental or physical capacities, adults with social problems (homelessness, substance abuse, 
mental disorders), family institutions, and child and youth psychiatric hospitals. Additionally, it provides 
qualifications for working in the field of crime prevention and in the Prison and Probation Service. The 
programme consists of theoretical instruction as well as practice placement. There are three periods of 
practice placement - in total 15 months. The programme is of 3 ½ years’ duration. 

Social Work 
The social work programme qualifies students professionally and personally to practice social work 
independently and for cross-disciplinary cooperation. A Bachelor Degree in Social Work qualifies the students 
for a wide range of jobs at municipal, regional, state and non-governmental level. For instance as counsellors 
at residential institutions for children and young people, disabled and at asylum and rehabilitation centres. 
The programme is a mixture of theory and practice placement in a professional setting. The programme is of 
3 ½ years’ duration.  

Public Administration
Bachelor of Public Administration The Bachelor Programme of Public Administration qualifies students to 
undertake tasks in the public sector both at municipal and regional level such as Financial Controller and 
Human Resource Consultant. The programme consists of a two-year foundation course, specialisation and 
work placement in a professional setting. The programme is of 3 ½ years’ duration.

The programme is aimed at national or international employment in the Danish National Evangelical Lutheran 
Church, Free Churches, ecclesiastical organisations and other organisations committed to the communication 
of Christianity and culture, e.g. private independent and continuation schools, housing associations, municipal 
administrations of culture and recreation, and museums. The programme is of 4 years’ duration.
